DESCRIPTION

THE TITAN INDUSTRIAL INC. MODEL TG 7500D is a
diesel engine driven, revolving field, alternating current
(AC) generator designed to supply electrical power for
compatible electrical tools, motors, appliances, and light-
ing (see wattage reference guide on page 10).

The Model TG 7500D operates at 120 volt and/or 240
volt, single phase, 60 Hz and will operate devices that
require up to 6000 watts (6 KW) up to 20 Amps at 120
Volts or 20 Amps at 240 Volts.

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CONNECTING LOADS

The Model TG 7500D operates at 120 volt and/or 240
volt, single phase, 60 Hz and will operate devices that
require up to 6000 watts (6 KW).

Add up the Watts of all devices you connect to the TI-
TAN INDUSTRIAL GENERATOR at one time. Do not
exceed 6000 Watts on TITAN INDUSTRIAL Generator
Model TG 7500D (see wattage reference guide).

The rated Watts of most electrical devices can be found
on its nameplate. The rated Watts of lights can be taken
from the light bulbs. In cases where only Volts and Amps
are shown on the nameplate, simply multiply Volts by
the Amps to get Watts (Volts X Amps = Watts).

Some electric motors require about three times the rated
Watts of power for start-up. This surge of power is re-
quired for only a few seconds. Be sure to allow for this
high starting wattage when selecting electrical devices
to connect to the generator.

First, figure the watts needed to start the largest motor.
Add to that figure the running watts of all other con-
nected loads.

Please see the Wattage Reference Guide.

It provides an estimated approximation of running watts,
to help determine which devices to select to connect to
the generator.

CAUTION! Do not tamper with engine governed speed.
The TITAN INDUSTRIAL GENERATOR supplies cor-
rect rated frequency and voltage when running at the
proper governed speed. Incorrect frequency and/or volt-
age could damage connected electrical devices. Chang-
ing settings voids the warranty.

GROUNDING THE GENERATOR

It is required by The National Electrical Code to have
the frame and all external conductive parts of the gen-
erator connected to an earth ground. Proper grounding
also satisfies most local electrical codes.

Connect a No. 12 AWG standard copper wire to the
Grounding Lug Block (See Figure 1). The grounding
lug can be found inside the rear access panel near the
oil cap. Connect the other end of the wire to an earth
driven copper or brass grounding rod (electrode).
CAUTION! Do not connect ground to a preexisting
ground rod, water pipe, or building frame.

Consult with a licensed electrician in your area because
local codes vary. Properly grounding the generator helps
prevent electrical shock if a ground fault condition ex-
ists in the generator or in connected electrical devices.
This will also help to dissipate static electricity resulting
from ungrounded devices.



Z SAFETY =

This generator was designed for specific applications. DO NOT attempt to modify the unit in any way or use it
for any application that it was not designed to do. Ask the dealer or contact the factory if you have any questions

concerning the generator’s application.

Warnings and cautions in this manual and on decals and tags on the unit are not all inclusive. It would be
impossible to anticipate every circumstance that might involve a hazard. Handling, operating, or servicing
this unit by any procedure not recommended by the manufacturer may render this equipment unsafe and

Z The generator produces a very powerful volt-
age that can cause extremely dangerous elec-
trical shock. Avoid contact with bare wires, ter-
minals, etc. never permit an unqualified person
to operate or service the generator.

Z  Never handle any kind of electrical cord or de-
vice while standing in water, while barefoot or
with wet hands or when feet are wet. Danger-
ous electrical shock could result.

Z The National Electric Code requires that the
frame and external conductive parts be prop-
erly connected to an approved earth ground.
Local electrical codes may vary. Check with an
electrician for local grounding requirements.

Z  Use aground fault circuit interrupter in any damp
or highly conductive area such as metal deck-
ing or steel work.

Z Do notuse worn, bare, frayed or otherwise dam-
aged electrical cords or wiring with the genera-
tor. Adefective cord may result in electrical shock
or may cause damage to equipment.

Z Do not expose unit to excessive moisture, dirt
or corrosive vapors. Unit must be operated on
a level surface.

Z  Comply with all laws regulating the storage and
handling of diesel fuel. Diesel fuel is highly flam-
mable and explosive. Avoid spilling diesel fuel on
a hot engine. Do not allow smoking, open flames,
sparks or heat in the vicinity while handling diesel
fuel.

7 Do not overfill the fuel tank. Leave one inch be-
low fill neck. Always allow room for diesel fuel
expansion. Diesel fuel could overflow and cause
fire or explosion if tank is overfilled. Allow for a
20 minute cool down before refueling. Never
refuel tank while engine is running.

Only operate this unit outside with adequate venti-
lation. This generator’s diesel engine exhaust pro-
duces carbon monoxide gas that can cause uncon-
sciousness or even death.

Never store a generator with fuel in the tank where
diesel fuel vapors could be ignited by a flame, spark,
or pilot light from an appliance such as a furnace,
water heater, or clothes dryer or other sources of
heat.

Always allow a minimum of 2 feet of clearance on
all sides for ventilation while unit is operating. Al-
low 2 feet of clearance from all combustibles.

Generator must always be stopped or started with
all loads unconnected. Start the engine and let it
stabilize before connecting any loads. Disconnect
all loads before shutting down the
generator.Change oil per published schedule

Never insert any object through the cooling slots of
the engine. You could damage the unit or cause
injury.

NEVER OPERATE THE GENERATOR:

In rain

In an enclosed compartment

If connected devices overheat

If electrical output is lost

If engine or generator sparks

If flame or smoke is observed

erator, allow it to run for 30 minutes before con-
necting electrical loads.

The generator’s revolving field rides
on a sealed ball bearing that requires
no additional lubrication for the life of
the bearing.

Because this is a diesel engine, fre-
quent oil and filter changes are re-
quired.

CHECK AND/OR ADD BATTERY FLUID

WARNING!

Do not try to start engine with a “dry”

pattery! This cause irreversible damagj
to the battery!

OPERATION OF THE GENERATOR

Starting the Engine - Electric starting_

CAUTION!
DO NOT start or stop the engine with electrical
loads connected to the receptacles. Be certain
connected devices are OFF before connecting or

disconnecting. Z

7 Be Sure all loads are unplugged from the genera-
tor before attempting to start it.

Place unit in a level position.

Turn fuel cock to the on position.

(On the TGQBE 6500 and TGQBE 5000 the fuel
cock is accessed through the rear access panel.
Reach under the fuel tank, on the left hand side,
locate the fuel cock and turn the lever to the down
position).

DANGER! Z
DO NOT run generator indoors or in poorly venti-
lated areas. Engine exhaust contains carbon
monoxide which is an odorless, deadly gas.

WARNING!
To avoid burns, avoid muffler and nearby areas.

Z Move the engine speed lever to the “RUN”
position (TG 7500D & TGCE 5500).

Starting the Engine - Recoil starting Z Turn the key clockwise to the “START” position.

(Only available on the TG 7500D & TGCE 5500)

Z Be Sure all loads are unplugged from the genera-
tor before attempting to start it.

Z As soon as the engine starts, let go of the key.
The key will return to the “ON” position.

Z Ifthe engine does not start after 10 seconds, wait
about 15 seconds before attempting to start it
again. If starting motor is run for too long it
may cause the battery to become weak and
could have pre-mature failure.

MAKE SURE THAT BATTERY FLUID HAS

Z Place unit at a level position.
Z  Turn fuel cock to the on position (figure #3).

Z  Turn the key switch to the “RUN” position and
move the red engine speed lever to the “RUN”"

position (push to the right, it will click into place).

Push the compression release switch, located on
the top of the generator, to the down position (fig-
ure #4). It is important to do this. It will be too
hard to pull the recoil start handle if you do not.

Pull Starter Handle slowly until you feel some re-
sistance. Then pull cord out with a rapid, full arm
stroke. Always let the rope return slowly. Never
allow the rope to ‘snap back’ against the starter.

OPERATION OF THE GENERATOR

Starting the engine

Z

Always check the oil level and air filter before
starting the engine. This unit is equipped with a
low oil shutdown system and will not allow nor-
mal engine start with 10W oil levels.

NOTE:

(If starting manually).

Do not allow the handle grip to snap back against
the engine. Always return it gently to prevent
damage to the starter.

NOTE:

(If electric starting).

Release key and allow it to return to the “ON”
position as soon as engine starts. Key must be
in the “ON” position to generator to run.

NOTE:

Allow generator to settle. Run for at least 3 min-
utes, before connecting any electrical loads or
appliances. Failure to do so may result in gen-
erator damage!

Connecting electrical loads

Let engine stabilize and warm up for at least 3
minutes.

Make sure devices to be connected are in good
working order and in the “OFF” position before
connecting to the generator.

Make sure to plug in desired devices into the
correct receptacle. Make sure that the voltage
selector switch is on the right setting.

DO NOT connect 240 Volt loads to the 120 Volt
duplex receptacles.

DO NOT connect 3 phase loads to the genera-
tor.

DO NOT connect 50 Hz loads to the generator.
This is a 60HZ Generator.

DO NOT overload the generator. Add up the rated
Watts of all loads to be connected. This total
should not exceed the total watts of the genera-
tor.

Stopping the engine

Turn off all electrical devices connected to the
generator.

Turn off the main breaker on the receptacle panel.
Unplug all devices from the generator.

WARNING:
DO NOT start or stop generator with electri-
cal devices plugged in.

Allow the generator engine to run at a ‘No Load’
condition for several minutes to stabilize internal
engine temperature before stopping

Turn key to the “OFF” position. (The 7500 also
has a stop switch that can be used if key switch
was to fail.)

Close the fuel cock valve.

Generator maintenance

(see maintenance table for list).

Z Keep the generator clean and dry. Use a damp

cloth to clean exterior surfaces. Remove caked
on dirt with a soft brush.

z Never spray with water. Water can contaminate
the engine fuel system and cause serious prob-
lems in the generator.
Z  USE DIESEL FUEL ONLY!
Never use gasoline, alcohol, or blended fuel
(gasohol, ethanol, or methanol). They will dam-
age a diesel engine.Do not use ether to start en-
gine as this will void warranty.

Z Damage may occur if engine or carburetor clean-
ing products are used.

Storage
Z IMPORTANT:

Empty fuel system if unit is to be stored for 30
days or more. This will help prevent gum depos-
its from forming in fuel system such as the car-
buretor, glow plug, fuel filter, fuel hose, and fuel
tank during storage.
